Endangered species

Amur Leopard

This is the rarest big cat in the world.
It lives in the snowy places between
Russia, China and North Korea.

t is one of the fastest runners — it can
run 60 km/h! There are only 70 in the
world today.

Gorilla

Gorillas are the world’s largest
primates. They are so closely
related to humans that we share
98% of genes. They are one of the
most intelligent animals and can
even learn to speak sign language.
Gorillas mostly eat plants. There are
about 200,000 on Earth.

Sea turtle

This is one of the oldest species on
the planet — they were here together
with dinosaurs. Sea turtles also live
long, between 80 and 100 years.
They are excellent divers and can
hold their breath under water for five
hours.
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Sumatran elephant

They live on the island of Sumatra
and there are only about 2,500
alive today. They are smaller than
African elephants and sometimes
do not have tusks. They can drink
B 80-200 litres of water and eat 200
. kilos of bamboo, ginger and

bananas every day.
